Welcome to the Derbyshire Dales Community Voice Update
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Consultation to update the NHS Constitution – The NHS Constitution sets out the principles,
values, rights and pledges underpinning the NHS as a comprehensive health service, free at the
point of use for all who need it. It empowers patients, staff and the public to know and exercise
their rights in order to help drive improvements in quality, efficiency and responsiveness
throughout the NHS. It brings together, in one place, existing rights as set out in various
legislation. It does not, in itself, create new rights or replace existing ones. The NHS
constitution, last updated in 2015, has to be updated at least every 10 years by the Secretary of
State for Health and Social Care. The consultation will run for 8 weeks, closing 25th June. This
